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President’s Letter
Maui Tomorrow has been very active since our last
newsletter. Most publicized is our lawsuit against the
Board of Water Supply’s agreement to give the Central
Maui Joint Venture partners 8.9 million gallons per
day of water that doesn’t exist. BWS would have
made the partners, including the Wailea and Makena
resorts, top priority. Our suit, based on the Sunshine
Law violations, froze this absurd giveaway.

MT was also at the Board of Land and Natural
Resources’ annual meeting where A&B and subsidiary
EMI applied for their annual lease of nearly 65
BILLION gallons of water from East Maui private
and state lands. A&B asked for a 30-year lease. MT
and the Native Hawaii Legal Corporation contested,
and prevented the Board from awarding any leases.

Early June, MT and Sierra Club members met with
former Director of Public Works Charlie Jencks, now
project manager for Wailea 670, a HUGE project
which will choke South Maui’s traffic, provide a pri-
vate golf course, allow for millions of dollars in second
and third homes, etc. The Planning Commission asked
the developer to return with solutions to the water,
traffic, and other problems. No solutions in sight.

MT also meets with the Mayor monthly. Kimo,
open and genuinely interested in smart growth, enjoys
sharing his views.

On other fronts, MT testified at the Planning Com-
mission regarding 105 Wailea Villa units proposed in
front of the Shops at Wailea. MT with the Sierra Club
protested the condo fiasco at Baldwin Beach’s Lime Kiln.

Many mahalo to Rob Parsons for his diligence.
Blessings on Uma and Paia folks for Lime Kiln help.
Ron Sturtz has classed up our presentations at many
events.  Lucienne de Naie is everywhere and eloquent.
Susan Bradford continues to amaze us with her strong
stand for South Maui and the Coastal Land Trust.

Kamala Masters has pledged $50/month. When 99
more supporters join her, we will have a $5000/
month fund to hire a full-time director. Like the idea?
Call me at 572-6406 or Rob Parsons, 573-5975.
Keep showing up and speaking up; together we are
making a big and positive difference.

Smart Growth: What and Why?
Many factors determine quality of life: clean air and
water, safe housing, adequate income, good health,
recreation facilities, etc. Smart growth improves
quality of life with better jobs and schools, beach
protection, convenient shopping, new medical facili-
ties, housing choices, and efficient transportation.
How do we create development that serves Maui’s
needs? Guide development towards more livable
communities with incentives and regulations.

HOW SMART GROWTH CAN IMPROVE QUALITY

OF L IFE ON MAUI

Housing: require developers to build affordable
housing not fees to avoid it; prohibit gated subdivi-
sions which foster isolation not community; promote
affordable housing/apartments near employers.

Transportation: expand availability of school busses
to lessen traffic; promote vanpools/flexible hours
among major employers like hotels; study alternative
transportation methods; oppose streets which en-
courage speeding; build walking and bike paths away
from roads; promote hotel rental car availability.

Water Supply: determine how much water is available.

Air Quality: phase out sugar cane field burning.

Agriculture: research alternative crops to economi-
cally replace Maui’s diminishing sugar cane and pine-
apple fields.

Resource Protection: raise funds to protect Maui’s
shoreline from development; save/rehabilitate his-
toric buildings/ cultural sites; expand and enforce
shoreline building setbacks.

Refuse Disposal: recycling at restaurants, hotels, and
residential curbside pickup weekly.

Medical Facilities: emergency care facilities in
Lahaina and Kihei.

Planning Documents: amend County General
Plan/Community Plans to be specific regarding per-
mitted future development; amend County General
Plan with a Growth Management Element and
Implementation Table; clarify that all private and
public development conforms to the County General
Plan, the applicable Community Plan, the Zoning
Ordinance and the Zoning Map, and that these docu-
ments be consistent.

WATER IS LIFE
In March, Maui
Tomorrow filed a
lawsuit against
the Maui County
Board of Water Supply to
stop a secret water deal
which guaranteed almost 9
million gallons of water
daily to major South Maui
real estate developers. MT
also filed complaints with
the Maui County Board of
Ethics and the Hawaii
State Board of Information
Practices asserting conflicts
of interest and violations of
the State’s full-disclosure
law, “Sunshine Act.”

We are pleased that the
Water Board heeded our
actions and chose to stop the
deal. The suit and the
Ethics Board’s and Office
of Information Practices‚
investigations continue. The
purpose of these proceedings
is to determine how our
public officials acted in
secret negotiations and to
assure these tactics are not
used again.

In Hawaii, “Water is Life.”
The State Supreme Court
has ruled that all water,
above and below ground,
on public or private land,
is held in trust by the State
for its people, and that
everyone (including the
Water Board) has to act
with a trustee’s high level of
ethics when allocating our
precious water.

Thanks to our supporters
who have, and continue to,
contribute to fund our legal
fees.

BE PART OF THE SOLUTION!

“It appears that this whole procedure is an attempt to
get around state law and guarantee that one corporation
controls billions of gallons of publicly owned water for
the next 30 years,” Maui Tomorrow President Mark
Sheehan said.

When MT asked the State Board to enforce State law
on East Maui water leases, we asked for much more.
MT wants restoration of stream flows to allow unique
native stream life to return and support East Maui’s
traditional communities who depend upon the streams
for domestic and agricultural use.

The Native Hawaiian Legal Corporation and MT filed
lawsuits alleging that the State has not followed its own
laws in failing to prepare its own Environmental Impact
Statement (EIS) revealing the long term impacts that a
century of water diversion has had on East Maui streams
and communities. The BLNR staff is recommending that
an EIS be completed by any potential bidders on the pro-
posed 30 year leases. NHLC contends that this provision
guarantees that only large corporations can bid on the
leases, precluding any involvement by communities where
the water originates. Sheehan likened this proposal to
“sending the fox into the hen house to sit on the eggs.”

The suits also state that BLNR has no authority to grant
long term leases of East Maui water. State law allows water
to be transferred from one watershed to another only if
the watershed is a designated area under the State Commis-
sion on Water Resources‚ jurisdiction, who then issues a
permit for the diversion. No area on Maui is designated.

MT urges the BLNR to adopt a policy for East Maui
waters that serves the use priorities established under the
State Water Code. The state code has three priority uses:
Native Hawaiian traditional practices, instream flows
sufficient to promote healthy stream life and domestic
use. MT is also urging the state to set fees for current
water leases based on fair market value and to use the
extra funds to support watershed protection efforts such
as research on current stream flows and stream life levels,
eradication of miconia and other alien plants. 

Value Your Water, Ha’iku?
If you live in Ha’iku, the County Board of Water Supply
(BWS) wants your ground water. The BWS plans for 10
wells and a 36'' diameter transmission line to stretch
along the 800' elevation from Maliko Gulch to Ulumalu.
Why? To send 14 million gallons of water a day to big
developments in Spreckelsville, South and Central Maui.

Of course, the County assures the public that there
will be no problems with pesticide contamination in the

well water, as in their
Hamakuapoko test well for
the project, or impacts to
Ha’iku stream flows or
nearshore waters. Of course,
there will be no “growth
inducing” impacts just “plan-
ning for long range needs.”
Their study dismisses Ha’iku
as being a “lightly populated”
area of empty pasture lands,
perfect for such a project.

Haiku’s water needs are never mentioned in the plan.
This is the same East Maui Water Development Plan

that was put on hold by a 1993 legal challenge A 1994
court ruling forced the BWS to suspend work on the
project to remedy the contaminated test well and con-
duct studies of the impacts of 10 additional wells on the
Ha’iku watershed area. Since 1994, little has been done
to monitor Ha’iku’s streams and create baseline flow
studies which makes impacts hard to judge.

Maui Tomorrow recently submitted extensive comments
on the Ha’iku well plan. Public hearings will be held. To
be on the Ha’iku well alert list, contact MT at 877-AINA
or e-mail <elexeab@mindspring.com> (Bobbie).

Palauea Beach
The once secret, hidden-amongst-the-kiawe beach is being
replaced by bare land and new houses. Kiawes behind
the beach have been cut down by illegal interlopers for
fencing and firewood! Kiawes at the south end have been
leveled for new housing developments. Losing the beach
areas that we have so loved, again and again, is very sad.

That the County owns one acre in the middle is some
consolation. Yes, we should own it all. An important issue
rests in the hands of the Planning DepartmentÕs John Min.
Four lots at the south end of Palauea are being developed
as one large development according to the covenants/
restrictions. The developer wants to circumvent the Coastal
Zone Management laws (remember the Lime Kiln?) by
securing MinÕs exemption from a thorough planning
process. On behalf of Maui Tomorrow, Attorney Isaac Hall
has asked to deny an exemption. MT awaits MinÕs decision,
which in the past has allowed developers to do whatever.

Maui Coastal Land Trust
Like Palauea and many other coastal areas, precious
coastal resources are being lost to development. Who is
going to preserve our beaches, fishing, diving and surfing
sites? The Maui Coastal Land Trust deserves your support
as the only entity whose focus is to preserve coastal areas.

The Trust has begun a membership drive, developing
land acquisition criteria, and talking with landowners.
Members and volunteersÕ help is essential. Maui To-
morrow has supported the Trust since its inception and
we hope you will, too.

To those who donated to Maui Tomorrow to preserve
Palauea Beach: Since your gifts were not needed to pur-
chase Palauea Beach, the funds, $5000, were transferred to
the Maui Coastal Land Trust for land acquisition. If you
do not wish your funds used in this way, please call Maui
Tomorrow for a refund.

PaÔipu Beach
The Cameron Estate on PoÔolenalena Beach is still there
and looks like it will stay. But the question remains: how
will the public get from PoÔolenalena Beach over to

ÒSecret BeachÓ PaÔipu Beach? Maui Tomorrow, in talks with
the owner and the Mayor, foresees an agreement. The owner
may dedicate a public easement to the Maui Coastal Land
Trust to protect the public easement and right to passage
between the beaches. This is still in the discussion stage,
yet we applaud Mr. Cameron for his stated willingness
to protect the public easement. MT will keep you advised.

Big Beach Camping
Makena State Park moved closer to a full service recre-
ational facility when Hawaii Department of Land and
Natural Resources approved to build a caretakerÕs resi-
dence and bathrooms. Maui Tomorrow grew out of a
successful 1980Õs effort called SPAM (State Park At
Makena) to bring MakenaÕs Oneloa Beach (ÒBig
BeachÓ) into public ownership.

In the mid-90s, SPAM co-chair/MT Board Member
Anthony Ranken led a committee to accommodate the
publicÕs desires for park use. That project seems near
fruition. Once it does, Maui Tomorrow expects the
State to allow campers at Big Beach once again.
