South County Alert

Look Out, Kihei, Wailea!
You think traffic is bad
now, and water is scarce?
Watch for things to come.
Wiailea 670 and Makena
Resort Corp. are coming
your way. For reasons
inexplicable to the average
citizen, the Planning
Commission has given its
approval for Wailea 670,
and the County Council
Land Use Committee gave
a thumbs up to Makena
Resorts during the past few
weeks. Between them, they
will need 4-5 million
gallons of water to service
their 2500 homes and
additional hotels. Makena
Resorts expects to get its 2+
million gallons per day
from, you guessed it, the lao
Aquifer. And this is at the
same time as the State is
considering taking over the
Aquifer management due to
over pumping by the County.
Wailea 670 is proposing to
drill wells and pump water
from the Hana Aquifer,
after having its two previous
sites rejected in the Kula
area. Hello Hana! Heads up!

And then there’s traffic.
These 2500 units are in
addition to another 1700
other units already approved
for development in South
Kihei. What do you think
the Piilani Highway will
look like with an extra-
estimated 9000 vehicle
trips per day on it?

Keep an eye on the Council
agendas. When items come
up, show up and speak up.
Let your councilperson
know your views. Wailea
670 and Makena Resorts
are NOT a done deal.
Until the water and traffic
issues are resolved, there
should be NO deal.

Maui Tomorrow was a proud sponsor in October of
“Smart Growth for Our Communities, Envisioning
Maui County in 2020.” Put on by the Maui Pacific
Center, with a substantial financial boost by Maui
County, the conference welcomed 200 attendees from
most agencies of government, the major developers, the
unions, contractors and environmental groups. The
mayor attended the conference as did Planning De-
partment heads. Proponents from seven states attended.
The basic idea is that “smart growth” is the wave of
the present. Also called responsible growth, the thrust
of the concept is that sprawl and unmanaged growth
are out, and sustainable livable small communities are
in. Discussed were how to get from where we are as an
island to where we want to be. Here’s a sampling of
what the experts recommend for Maui County: make
big, beautiful plans so in 20 years Maui is better than
today; growth management to protect our quality of
life and economic prosperity; sprawl consumes too
much land and isolates activities; developers want to
know where developable land is and must pay for new

able to locals.

growth between 1990 and 2000 was 37%. She added
that all large residential developments need affordable
housing, child care centers, and facilities for senior
citizens. Rob Parsons, of Maui Tomorrow, supported

a Carrying Capacity Study. A GIS presentation by
Maui County planner Bill Medeiros, and Wil Orr
dramatically showed how much more of Maui would
be developed if present growth trends continue. Orr
added that community erosion results from incremen-
tal, single-discipline decisions.

At the conclusion of the two day conference, some
of the principles chosen by participants to guide

Maui’s future growth were self sufficiency, preservation

of agriculture, cultural resources, and open space,
increased sustainability, and planning decisions based
upon Maui’s carrying capacity for roads, parks,
schools, and water supply. 3

In May, Maui Tomorrow requested intervenor’s status

In mid October, Maui Tomorrow received a $30,000

grant from the Hawaii Community Foundation to help

The prime ag land was proposed for a golf course and
400 home subdivision by landowner Alexander &
Baldwin, which owns 69,000 acres on Maui.

In 1999, land owner A&B Properties had asked the
Council Committee to change the ag designation to

the once-a-decade update could A&B avoid the review
process of an Environmental Impact Statement, nor-
mally required when amending a community plan.

Both proposed developments were unpopular with
local residents. Hundreds filled public meetings, while
thousands signed petitions to “Save Baldwin Beach!”
Signwavers lined the Hana Highway during rush hour
traffic backup to protest the plan. Cars and trucks
sported “No Sprecks Sprawl” bumper stickers. Sierra
Club and Maui Tomorrow activists presented County
Council members with a comprehensive list of reasons
why the proposed projects represented poor planning
including concerns of increased traffic, inadequate
water resources, overburdened schools, lack of afford-
able housing, and misuse of the planning process.

The 1998-99 County Council rejected the makai
beachfront homes 9-0, but narrowly voted 5-4 to ap-
prove Sprecks Mauka, with four conditions to which
Corporation Counsel, the Council’s legal advisors,
advised against. A citizen lawsuit challenged a decision
not to allow testimony at one of several meetings, and
the 5-4 approval was invalidated.

In fall of 1999, the Spreckelsville proposal became a
significant election issue. Two incumbents who had
supported A&B’s plan were ousted. The decision to
approve or reject A&B’s proposals now fell upon the
newly elected 2000-02 Council.

In September, A&B presented an updated “smart

growth” makeover for the project, renamed Spreckelsville :

Makena Update

Maui Tomorrow Board
Member Anthony Ranken
serves on the Department of
Land and Natural Resources
Makena (Pu'u Ola'i) State
Park Task Force which is
creating a master plan. The
park includes Big Beach
(Oneloa), Little Beach, and
the surrounding lands. MT’s
vision is to preserve the
wilderness character of the
Pu'u Ola'i area, while
fostering the traditional
recreational uses of the area
including overnight camp-
ing. The Task Force has met
four times including two site
inspections. Final recom-
mondations will go to the
Board of Land and Natural
Resources for adoption.

The latest development is
that the plan for bathrooms
with self-composting toilets,
which has received a permit
from the Maui Planning
Commission, has been aban-
doned. We opposed these
bathrooms at the Planning
Commission hearing. We
were concerned that the
necessary two-story height of
self-composting toilets would
be too noticeable from the
beach. This change helps
preserve the status quo while
we work on a comprehensive,
integrated plan for the park.
