PROPOSED FOR
LA PEROUSE/
KEONEOI'0 AREA

Longtime activist Mary
Evanson has found tremen-
dous support for reviving an
idea vigorously supported
by Maui Tomorrow a
decade ago: the State Park
at Makena (SPAM).

This time, local activists are
seeking federal protection
for the 6 miles of shoreline
from La Perouse Bay park-
ing area to the rugged
Kanaloa cove and envision
it being designated a

National Historic Park.

The process can take up to 5
years to pass Congressional
hurdles. Widespread com-
munity support is crucial.
In state and private owner-
ship, the area which contains
numerous cultural sites and
rare biological resources is
traversed by the ancient
Hoapili trail or King’s
Highway. It is a good land

Palauea

Of the 9 lots comprising the cove beach that the public
: had wanted to preserve as a beach park, 2 were acquired

by the County, 5 have been sold for private develop-

ment and 2 remain unsold. How the lots get developed
. will be important. Once permits are applied for, the

question of Community Plan consistency applies, as at

: Kamaole Point. Also, because it is to be developed as
: single family lots, covenants and restrictions that appear
. to make it a project would have to be well scrutinized.

Because the lots are to be developed as single family

lots, they will not come before the Planning Commis-
: sion or County Council. Permits will go through the

Public Works and the Planning Department.
The future of the archeological sites across old

Makena Road is now being decided. What a loss for
: Maui that the whole 44 acres is not being preserved as

an archeological park which would most truly maintain

© the integrity and the experience of this last historical
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site of its kind. It appears that 20 of the acres, broken
into two parcels will be set aside from development. As
was established in the Kihei/Makena Community Plan,
it will be important that the 20 acres of archeological
sites be open to public access and not just the access of
a few, even if the few means the University of Hawaii,
which could privatize it in another way. As the plans
stand now, no parking has been set aside for the public
to access the sites.

Spreckelsville
Maui Tomorrow has helped organize and support a
broad-based community effort to keep urban sprawl
away from Maui’s still pristine and rural North Shore.
The result has been a clear and powerful rise in aware-
ness about and opposition to an ill-conceived proposal
for a 420 home Spreckelsville subdivision of ag land.
The Maui County Council Planning Committee
reconvenes at 1:30 p.m. July 20th to resume discussion
on the Wailuku/Kahului Community Plan. Among
nearly 50 land use and development proposals is
Alexander & Baldwin’s request for golf course expan-
sion and an urban-density subdivision on 210 acres of
prime agricultural land at Spreckelsville Mauka.
Unlike the more disdained A&B proposal for 30
luxury homes on the wooded dunes at Baldwin Beach,
which was unanimously opposed by the Council,

Sprecks Mauka received a narrow 5-4 initial approval at
a March 16th meeting. Still, 3 more approvals would be :
needed for the proposal to be incorporated in the Com-

munity Plan Update. Well into an election year, up-
coming actions by Council members will receive very
close scrutiny from Mauians.
